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A message from a convicted thief:

“I look at what kind of security it's got... whether it's going to be
something quick and easy or if it's going to take a bit of time. Depending
on the situation and time I've got, | decide whether it's worth doing.”

Van tool theft prevention advice:

« Where possible, consider removing tools and machinery from your van overnight. Taking the
more expensive tools out of the van will minimise the impact on your business.

« Have you heard the locking noise? Have the lights flashed? Don't assume your vehicle has
locked when using 2 key fob. Pullthe door handle to make sure.

« Ensure allyour windows are closed, even ifyou're leaving the vehicle for a few minutes,
« Ifyou have a garage, please use it to secure your van in

 Where possible park with the doors against the wall. This can make it difficult for offenders to
gain access inside and make off with your tools.

« Security mark all your tools. This could be with a smart water feature, forensic marking pen or
amarker pen.

« Bolting either a cage or box to the base of your van with a secure padiock may increase the
security of your tools.

« Consider upgrading locks o fitting additional protection to your van.

 When unloading tools from your van, please ensure you secure your vehicle each time you
leave it to unload.

« Be proactive and keep an eye out for your neighbours and fellow van owners
